The use of mobile phones is as intrusive and health impacting as those members of the public who continue to smoke and invade other people's space.
 

As in the case of the Tobacco Companies - massive amounts of money is spent on telling the public that 'mobile phones' and 'towers' are safe - however, there has been no long term investigations completed.  We are told that the span of documented evidence of the safety of such appliances is some 50 years.  That is hardly any time whatsoever, and merely appeases those who have a vested interest, such as Mobile Phone Companies, Governments and the Public Relation Companies who are paid vast amounts of money to preach such propaganda.
 

The Public in Australia are left without any Diligent Regulatory Body, as both State and Federal Governments are heavily subsidised, that is Party Donations.  This therefore, in the scheme of things leads to 'conflict of interest'. It is evident historically that had Governments' acted responsibly when Tobacco smoking was known to cause irreversible health problems then many lives could have been saved. (Documented evidence held in Government Archives still have not seen the light of day which relates to the dangers of 'smoking'). 
However, the Public have been aware for years that successive Governments no longer know what the 'truth' is as the word has long been dropped from their vocabulary.(We should remind ourselves of the famous series "Yes, Minister", which at least lays bare Governing in the true sense of the word).
 

When Federal and State Governments start acting in the interest of the public, that is in real terms, and not in protecting donations to their respective parties, then can the Australian Public say they have Governments acting responsibly and wisely. 
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
