I am very concerned that the introduction of digital televisions in Australia will means that people of Deaf and Hearing Impairment who use captioning service will again need to purchase a new digital television with teletext at an additional cost which is too much to pay as I would like to have a small part to out current television to become digital television in small price will be a lot cheaper.  

After many years of having televisions available with teletext facilities includes captioning and will not available which is unfair for us as I would like this matter looked into by the current review committee and would be if all digital televisions had to have a captioning facility for Deaf and Hearing Impairment.  

I hope you will represent my views in the review for Federal Parliament and also will you please send me reply letters the update digital television with teletext as this is very important to me to know what is happening in the future. 
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
