I am deaf and so are my husband and our 21yr old son- we all were born deaf and we all enjoy TV like everyone else.  Unfortunately, there are not enough programs captioned and we miss out a lot which is unfair.  I also have another son (22) who is hearing and he works as Auslan (sign language) interpreter/translator.  he is always busy with his work and is not always home. Therefore we can not expect him to translate every TV program.  Hearing people could purchase TV with teletext and which costs more.  I think it is fair.  We deaf people spend more on our needs such as door bell, phone, clock, fire flashing lights alarms on our own expenses.  We want equal access to television.
